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US: Israelis Born in

Israeli citizens who were
born in countries covered by the
controversial travel ban executive
order issued on Friday by Presi-
dent Donald Trump can enter the
US, the American Embassy in Tel
Aviv announced on Tuesday.

A statement published on
the embassy’s website said, “If you

have a currently valid US visa in
your Israeli passport and were
born in Iraq, Iran, Libya, Somalia,
Sudan, Syria, or Yemen, and do
not have a valid passport from one
of these countries, your visa was
not cancelled and remains valid.
Similarly, we continue to process
visa applications for applicants
born in those countries, so long as
they do not have a valid passport
from one of those countries and
have not otherwise declared

themselves to be a national of one
of those countries. Authorization
to enter the United States is always
determined at the port of entry.
We have no further information at
this time.”

Chaos is the order of the day throughout
the entire democratic world.

This has been accelerated by the hypoc-
risy and intolerance of the vindictive Left,
aided and abetted by foolish bleeding-heart
pseudo-liberals who have become accom-
plices in the undermining of democracy.

One can understand that many
Democrats were incredulous and devastated
that Hillary Clinton could be defeated by
Donald Trump, whose lack of civility, absence
of political experience and coarse language
even offended conservatives.

This does not apply to Hungary,
Greece and Germany.

The Jews, as a minority that has suffered
tyranny and persecution, would be expected
under current circumstances to concentrate
primarily on their own security.

Ethics of the Fathers quotes Hillel the
Elder, “If I am not for myself, who will be for
me? But if [ am only for myself, what am 1?”

Liberal-inclined — Diaspora  Jews —
especially those lacking an authentic Jewish
education — appear to have reversed this
dictum. They consider that the well-being of the
world and politically correct standards of social
values must be their priority — with disregard to
the harm this inflicts on them as a community.

Observing Conservative and Reform
Jewish leaders in the US, accompanied by
once-mainstream liberal Jewish groups like

the Anti-Defamation League and National
Council of Jewish Women, at the forefront of
hysterical demonstrations accusing Trump of
being fascist and encouraging antisemitism,
itis if they have been possessed by a dybbuk.

The same bleeding hearts in the US as well
as those in Europe were at the forefront of calls
to open the gates to Muslim “refugees” steeped
in anti-democratic behavior and nourished
on diets of undiluted, visceral antisemitism.
Setting aside the question of ISIS terrorist
sleeper cells, there is little doubt that these
elements will strengthen existing antisemitism
in the older immigrant Muslim communi-
ties that failed to integrate. Yet many Jews are
so dismally ignorant and oblivious that they
even compare these immigrants to Jews facing
annihilation during the Holocaust who were
denied haven by other democratic countries.

This behavior is even more disturbing
at a time of historic opportunities with the
election of President Trump.

Although by no means yet assured, the
US, still the only true global superpower, may
truly treat Israel as a genuine ally, a move that
would be reinforced by an overwhelmingly
pro-Israel Congress.

Trump has repeatedly proclaimed his
determination to reverse former President
Barack Obama’s hostile anti-Israeli policy and
create a new alliance between the US and
Israel that would be sensitive to the security
needs of the Jewish state.

His commitment to recognizing
Jerusalem as the capital of Israel would have
more than symbolic value. It would have a

major impact in reversing the odious defini-
tion of the settlement blocs and even the
Western Wall and Temple Mount as “occupied
territory.” Israel could proceed to build homes
and the Jewish neighborhoods over the Green
Line would prosper.

Furthermore, the US will hopefully no
longer acquiesce to the UN persecution of
Israel and will reject calls to return to the
indefensible 1949 armistice lines.

Trump is also likely to bring an end to
the US component of the scandalous $300
million per annum provided to the Pales-
tinian Authority, much of which is doled out
to murderers.

Israel will also have a powerful ally that
recognizes Iran as a rogue state and would
substantially reduce the genocidal threat from
the Iranian Muslim fundamentalists.

A trio of Californian-American-Jewish
novelists, whose religion is liberalism, have
recently discovered the ancient biblical city of
Hebron. But they demonstrate little fondness for
the city that houses the revered burial place of
the Jewish people’s patriarchs and matriarchs,
the city from which King David ruled before
relocating his throne to Jerusalem. Nor are they
concerned with the destruction of the centuries-
old Jewish community of Hebron in 1929, when
67 innocent Jews were brutally slaughtered by
rampaging Arabs. Their focus, predictably, is the
plight of “occupied” Palestinians.

Back in 2009, aspiring novelist Ben
Ehrenreich wrote a column for the Los
Angeles Times entitled “Zionism is the
Problem.” The Judaism that he inherited from
his Marxist Jewish grandparents and secular
liberal Jewish father led him to conclude that
Zionism was an unwelcome “distraction” from
the class struggle. Worse yet, it flagrantly disre-
garded the prophetic obligation to defend the
oppressed and ‘cry out against the oppressor.”

Ehrenreich’s “deep sense of what it meant
to be Jewish” eventually led him to “Planet
Hebron” In The Way to the Spring (2016),
he described his chosen base in the Youth
Against Settlements House. Located adjacent
to a tiny Israeli-controlled neighborhood of
the old city of Hebron, where 800 “particularly
zealous” Jews live among 30,000 Palestinians,
his outrage over Israeli occupation and Pales-

tinian victimization was palpable.

Curiously, Ehrenreich had virtually
nothing to say about the 80 percent of Hebron
under full Palestinian control. With a Pales-
tinian population nearing 200,000, it is a
thriving center of West Bank commerce. Its
modern apartment houses, two universities
and multi-story shopping malls along a thriving
commercial avenue have no place in Ehren-
reich’s narrative of Israeli oppression. No Jews
may live there and Israeli military personnel
are permitted to enter only with a Palestinian
security escort. But Palestinian prosperity in
Hebron does not fit Ehrenreich’s narrative of
Israeli oppression, so he ignored it.

Israeli occupation and oppression in
Hebron are no less compelling to The New
York Times. Two Jewish novelists — husband
and wife Michael Chabon and Ayelet

Waldman - ventured from their home in
Berkeley to Hebron, where ‘cruel absurdi-
ties” are more “intense” than anywhere else
in Israel's ‘occupied territories” (otherwise

known as biblical Judea and Samaria).

Palpably misinformed, they recently
wrote (January 28): “In the center of this
city of some 200,000 Palestinians, a group of
800 Israeli settlers occupies heavily fortified
positions, guarded by 650 Israeli soldiers. To
manage this inherently combustible situation,
the Israeli military has turned swaths of the
central city into ‘sterile zones’ in which Pales-
tinians are no longer allowed to drive

Like Ehrenreich, Chabon and Waldman
seem oblivious to the reality that no Jews -
none - live in “the center” of Hebron. Known
as “H1” under the Oslo IT Accord (1995), it
is inhabited solely by Palestinians. The “800
Israeli settlers” whose presence so upsets
them are confined to “H2,” the eastern fifth of
the city, where they are vastly outnumbered
by 30,000 Palestinian residents. Their homes
- notably Beit Hadassah, which, before 1929,
was a clinic that provided free medical care to
Jews and Arabs, and adjacent properties once
inhabited by Hebron rabbis and their families
- were restored to Jewish habitation after the
Six-Day War.

Jewish homes in Hebron hardly are
“heavily fortified positions” (I know; I have
enjoyed the welcoming hospitality of
residents.) The presence of Israeli soldiers is the
response to repeated Palestinian attacks, most
tragically in 1980, when six young Jewish men
were murdered by terrorists while entering
Beit Hadassah for Shabbat dinner. When I
visited, there was a solitary guard outside. The
nearby Avraham Avinu synagogue, beautifully
renovated half a century after its 1929 destruc-
tion, was unguarded.

None of this, to be sure, is to be found in

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UN Antonio Guterres:

‘Completely

Clear’ That

Jerusalem Mount Was
Home to Jewish Temple

United  Nations  Secretary-General
Antonio Guterres said it is ‘completely clear”
that Jerusalem’s Temple Mount was home to
the ancient Jewish Temple.

Guterres, who assumed office earlier this
month, told Israel Radio last Friday that there
is “no doubt” that Jerusalem is holy to all three
Abrahamic religions.

On the Israeli-Palestinian  conflict,
Guterres said he has no intention of pushing
for negotiations, but believes in a “two-state
solution” and would assist in helping to attain
that goal if asked to do so.

Guterres' comments came amid ongoing
international attempts to erase the Jewish
connection to Jerusalem. Last October, the
UN'’s cultural body, UNESCO, passed two
Palestinian-backed  resolutions  ignoring

Jewish and Christian claims to the holy sites
in Jerusalem.

Palestinian officials
condemn Guterres’ remarks.

“[The statements] are a direct attack on the
Palestinian people’s right in the holy city, biased
in favor of the site of occupation, and akin to
granting legitimacy to Israels illegal presence
in Jerusalem,” said Fayez Abu Eitah, secretary-
general of the Fatah Revolutionary Council.

Ahmad Majdalani, a member of the
Palestine Liberation Organization’s executive
committee, told China’s Xinhua News Agency
that Guterres's comments “ignored UNESCO’s
decision that considered the Al-Agsa mosque
of pure Islamic heritage, and “violated all
legal, diplomatic and humanitarian customs
and overstepped his role as secretary-
general...and [he] must issue an apology to
the Palestinian people.”

on “innocent people” by the Nazis and fails to
mention that the victims were Jews.

Israeli-American academic Omer Bartov,
John P. Birkelund Distinguished Professor of
European History at Brown University, told
The Algemeiner:

First, you can compare this statement to
how the Soviets spoke about the Holocaust.
They always mentioned “innocent Soviet
citizens,” never Jews, so that people who
collaborated in the murder of the Jews were
off the hook, and the specific nature of the
Nazi genocide was obfuscated. Second, that
America’s greatest sin again the Jews was not
what happened during the war, when Ameri-
cans died fighting the Germans, but before the
war, when the US would not admit Jewish
refugees, and even sent back an entire ship
to the Germans. [Chief Strategist and Senior
Counselor to the President] Steve Bannon
apparently said in an interview that he was
a Leninist and wanted to “tear this country
down.” And Trump has a strange liking to
[Russian President Vladimir] Putin. Put this
statement in the context of these facts, and
you will be able to see the nasty underbelly of
this administration.

US Sen. Tim Kaine (D-VA), Democratic
presidential nominee Hillary Clinton’s
running mate went further on Sunday, calling
Trump’s statement “Holocaust denial” and
linking it to the executive order the president
signed the same day on vetting visitors to the
US from Muslim countries.

“Remember, remember earlier adminis-
trations have done these statements and the
first thing you do is you pull up what earlier
statements have said and the earlier staples,
president Obama, and President Bush with
the slaughter of Jews and the final solution
was about the slaughter of Jews,” Kaine told
NBC News' “Meet the Press.”

We have to remember this. This is what
Holocaust denial is. It’s either to deny that
it happened or many Holocaust deniers
acknowledge oh, yeah, people were killed
and it was a lot of innocent people, Jews
weren’t targeted and the fact that they did
that and imposed this religious test on
Muslims in the executive orders on the same
day is not a coincidence.

Leibler called all such accusations
against Trump for antisemitism or Holocaust
denial “utter nonsense.’

Also on “Meet the Press” White House
Chief of Staff Reince Priebus asserted, “There
was no harm or ill will or offense intended
by any of that. I mean, everyone’s suffering
in the Holocaust — including obviously all
of the Jewish people affected, and the miser-
able genocide that occurred — is something
that we consider to be extraordinarily sad and
something that can never be forgotten.”

Zionist Organization of America Presi-
dent Mort Klein reacted harshly: “As a child of
Holocaust survivors, [ and ZOA are compelled
to express our chagrin and deep pain at [the]
Holocaust Remembrance Day Message,
omitting any mention of antisemitism and
the six million Jews who were targeted and
murdered by the German Nazi regime and
others. ZOA hopes that president Trump will
direct his staff and COS Reince Priebus to
immediately rectify this painful omission.”

In a statement to Politico, Republican
Jewish Coalition spokesman Fred Brown
said, “The lack of a direct statement about
the suffering of the Jewish people during the
Holocaust was an unfortunate omission.
History unambiguously shows the purpose of
the Nazis' final solution was the extermination
of the Jews of Europe. We hope, going forward,
he conveys those feelings when speaking
about the Holocaust.

American-Israeli Attorney Marc Zell,
president of Republicans in Israel, openly
defended Trump, telling The Algemeiner:

As a member of a family that lost over 150
souls during the Shoah, I thought the presi-
dent’s statement on Holocaust Remembrance
Day was inclusive and sensitive. That the
Jewish People was not specifically mentioned
struck me as unusual, but given the presi-
dent’s extremely close ties to the Jewish People,
including within his own immediate family,
and his history of supporting and contrib-
uting to Jewish causes, it would be a mistake
to impute anything but the most noble motives
to him in framing the White House statement.

World Jewish Congress President
Ronald S. Lauder also defended the Trump
statement, saying, ‘It does no honor to the
millions of Jews murdered in the Holocaust
to play politics with their memory. Any fair

Saudi Journalist to

Palestinians:

Arab World

Has Lost Interest in Your

Cause

The Palestinian cause is “no longer a top
priority” for the Arab world, a Saudi journalist
declared earlier this month.

In an article published by the Saudi
daily Al Jazirah newspaper — and translated
by the Middle East Media Research Institute
(MEMRI) — Muhammad Aal Al-Sheikh wrote
that the reliance of radical Palestinian groups
on armed resistance ‘constitutes a kind of
political suicide that only political ignora-
muses [can| condone.

According to Al-Sheikh, a two-state
solution to the Israeli-Palestinian conflict is
the sole option “that can be demanded and
which enjoys the support of most of the inter-
national community.”

What the Palestinians, Al-Sheikh went on
to say, ‘need to understand is that the Arabs of
today are not the Arabs of yesterday, and that
the Palestinian cause has lost ground among
Arabs. This cause is no longer a top priority
for them, because civil wars are literally
pulverizing four Arab countries, and because
fighting the ‘Islamic’ terrorism is the foremost

concern that causes all Arabs, without excep-
tion, to lose sleep. It is folly to ask someone to
sacrifice [tending to] his own problems and
national interests in order to help [you solve]

your own problems.”
“All T can say to my Palestinian brethren
is that stubbornness, contrariness, and

betting on the [support of] the Arab masses
are a hopeless effort, and that ultimately
you are the only ones who will pay the price
of this stubbornness and contrariness, he
concluded.

In recent years, Israel has been quietly
developing ties with the Sunni-Arab axis in
the Middle East - including Saudi Arabia. In
his September address to the UN General
Assembly, Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu said that in addition to Egypt and
Jordan, which already have signed peace
treaties with the Jewish state, “Many other
states in the region recognize that Israel is not
their enemy. They recognize that Israel is their
ally. Our common enemies are ISIS and Iran.
Our common goals are security, prosperity
and peace. I believe that in the years ahead
we will work together to achieve these goals.”

reading of the White House statement on
International Holocaust Remembrance Day
will see it appropriately commemorates the
suffering and the heroism that mark that dark
chapter in modern history. There are enough
real antisemitism and true threats facing the
Jewish people today. Our community gains
nothing if we reach a point where manufac-
tured outrages reduce public sensitivity to the
real dangers we confront.”

The statement in question read as follows:

It is with a heavy heart and somber
mind that we remember and honor the
victims, survivors, heroes of the Holocaust.
It is impossible to fully fathom the depravity
and horror inflicted on innocent people
by Nazi terror. Yet, we know that in the
darkest hours of humanity, light shines the
brightest. As we remember those who died,
we are deeply grateful to those who risked
their lives to save the innocent. In the name
of the perished, I pledge to do everything in
my power throughout my Presidency, and
my life, to ensure that the forces of evil never
again defeat the powers of good. Together,
we will make love and tolerance prevalent

throughout the world.

When asked by CNN why the White
House failed to mention the genocide of the
six million Jews, an administration spokes-
woman, Hope Hicks, defended the statement.

“Despite what the media reports, we are
an incredibly inclusive group and we took
into account all of those who suffered,” she
said, sending an email to CNN with a link to
a Huffington Post UK article listing the other
groups who were targeted and killed by the
Nazis, including “priests, gypsies, people
with mental or physical disabilities, commu-
nists, trade unionists, Jehovah's Witnesses,
anarchists, Poles and other Slavic peoples,
and resistance fighters.

As The Algemeiner reported in January
2016, the official statement released by
Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau
ahead of International Holocaust Remem-
brance Day last year caused a storm on social
media for its omission of the mention of Jews.
Trudeau had assumed office two and a half
months prior to the incident.

opportunity that Israel should exploit to
dramatically minimize the security challenges
and separate from the Palestinians with defen-
sible borders. This can be achieved ifIsrael now
has the support of a US that can be counted on
as a true ally. Over the past eight years under
Obama, the US dramatically eroded Israel’s
diplomatic standing, treated the Jewish state
as a pariah and provided incentives to the
Palestinians to stall negotiations and engage
in terror. With renewed American support,
Israel could at long last stabilize itself.

There is no disputing that many
Democratic Party supporters, including large
numbers of Jews, were bitterly disappointed at
the election result and were further outraged
by Trump’s triumphant and, in their view,
divisive inaugural address.

But surely it is in the interest of the Jewish
community to develop a good relationship
with the new administration, especially taking
into account the enormous uplift it could
provide to the beleaguered Jewish state. Even
setting aside his religious Jewish son-in-law,
Trump has always been close to Jews and his
inner councils incorporate an unprecedented
number of passionate religious Zionist Jews.
This was highlighted by the honored role of
Rabbi Marvin Hier as the first Orthodox rabbi
invited to invoke a prayer at the presidential
inauguration.

In this context, setting aside individual
political beliefs, one must question the legiti-
macy of those purportedly mainstream Jewish
organizational leaders who led the scurrilous
accusation of fascism against the new presi-
dent and the Jewish progressive religious

groups calling for mourning and fasting.

One of the main justifying positive
elements of progressive Jews was that even if
they did not consider themselves obligated
to follow Halacha (Jewish law), their activity
would ensure that they at least remained
within a Jewish framework. What their leaders
are doing now is the opposite — encouraging
them to take up liberal causes even if it means
forsaking Israel, the most fundamental compo-
nent providing them with a Jewish identity.

They have reversed Hillel's maxim and act
for what they perceive to be the universal needs
of humanity, dismissing the interests of their
own people. They are undermining themselves
as a community and acting as lemmings
marching off a cliff to their own destruction.

There is only one example in Jewish
history to which such behavior can be
compared. The Jewish Bolsheviks also turned
against their own people and ultimately the
revolution consumed them. Unfortunately,
the vociferous anti-Trump Jewish activists
represent a far greater proportion of the Left
and their bleeding-heart pseudo-liberal allies
than the Bolsheviks who represented an insig-
nificant proportion of Russian Jews.

Former Analyst: Mixed Conciliatory
-Threatening Messages From
Tehran Indicate Regime Running
Scared in Face of Trump

Administration

All indications are that the powers-that-be
in Tehran are running scared in the face of the
new administration in Washington, an expert
on Islamic culture and former Pentagon analyst,
who was a student in Iran when the revolution
began, told The Algemeiner on Monday.

Harold Rhode, a distinguished senior
fellow at the New York-based think tank the
Gatestone Institute, was responding to what he
called “mixed messages emanating daily from
the mullah-led regime - some threatening and
others more conciliatory - since the lead-up
to Donald Trump’s presidential inauguration
earlier this month and in its aftermath.

On one hand, Rhode said, Iranian officials
continue to boast about their ballistic-missile
capabilities and warn about the ‘conse-
quences” of an American breach of the Joint
Comprehensive Plan of Action (JCPOA) — the
nuclear deal it reached with world powers in
July 2015. On the other, he noted, “regime-
affiliated clerics used a more muted tone in
relation to the US in last Friday’s sermons.”

This, he assessed, “appears to show that
there is an internal struggle going on among
the top echelons, all of whom are unsure
about how best to deal with this new reality.”

Rhode said that the Iranian regime is in a
“dilemma leading to a lose-lose situation.” He
explained: “In Iranian culture, public threats
are seen as an indication of anxiety. In the
West, we say, ‘Hold me back or I'll kill him;" In
the Middle East, it's more like, 'Hold me back or
he'll kill me. Words are not considered actions,
but rather a substitute for actions. And the last
thing the regime wants or can afford is for the
Iranian people to perceive it as weak, because
if the Tranian government appears weak in the
eyes of the Iranian people — as history has
repeatedly shown — they will take matters into
their own hands and denounce their leaders.”

It is balancing act, Rhode said, between
what the mullahs show the world and how
they are perceived internally.

“They have to keep showing the people
that they have both the will and the ability
to keep themselves in power, while trying to
figure out how best to stand up to Trump.’

Sunday’s Iranian ballistic missile test
— which US officials told Fox News was in
direct violation of UN Resolution 2231, which
endorsed the JCPOA — is an example of the
regime’s attempt to exhibit strength at home
and abroad.

However, he added, “They know that if
they provoke Trump and he escalates the
situation, theyre in real trouble, because
they’re no match for America.”

Rhode says this is why it is likely the
regime — which remembers that former
US President Barack Obama responded to
the mass street demonstrations in Iran in
2009 (surrounding the rigged re-election of
Mahmoud Ahmadinejad to the presidency) by
doing nothing and allowing the protesters to be
quashed — were hoping that Hillary Clinton
would end up occupying the Oval Office.

“Tehran is not at all certain about Trump,
who appears never to shy away from confron-
tation,” he said. “Which is why the Iranian
people were probably rooting for his election
- to put them out of their misery; to help
rescue them from the oppressive and repres-
sive grip of the ayatollahs.

As The Algemeiner reported earlier this
month — after Iran’s atomic energy chief
claimed that if Trump were to cancel the
JCPOA, Tehran’s nuclear program would
“snap back” and be better off than it was before
the deal was reached — two experts on the
Islamic Republic said the statement reflected
the regime’s “trepidation” in relation to the
new administration in Washington.

one of the seven Middle Eastern countries
subject to the three-month travel restrictions
put in place by the executive order — Iran,
Iraq, Libya, Somalia, Sudan, Syria and Yemen.
Most are older Jews who made aliyah in their
youth or young adulthood, due to persecution

they faced in their home countries following
Israel’s establishment.

Some 53,000 living Israeli Jews were born
in Iraq and 45,000 were born in Iran, data
published by Israel's Central Bureau of Statis-
tics shows.

Iran fired that missile. We're looking into the
exact nature of it, and I'll try to have more
for you later.”

Shortly before Spicer’s press briefing,
Israeli Prime Minister Netanyahu tweeted,
“Iran has again launched a ballistic missile.

Israel's UN envoy has called on the Security Council to
punish the Tehran regime following the ballistic missile test
carried out this past weekend by the Islamic Republic.

“Iran has once again defied Security Council resolutions
and revealed its true intentions,” Ambassador Danny Danon
said in a statement. “The international community must not
bury its head in the sand in the face of this Iranian aggres-
sion. The Security Council members must act immediately in
response to these Iranian actions which endanger not only
Israel, but the entire Middle East”

At a press briefing on Monday, White House Press
Secretary Sean Spicer was asked about the test.

“We're looking into that,” he said. “We're aware that

Holocaust Museum

Over the weekend, the Trump admin-
istration faced justified criticism over its
statement on International Holocaust
Remembrance Day, which did not reference
the centrality of Jewish mass murder as the
very essence of the German genocide.

President Trump did not expressly
mention that six million Jews were annihi-
lated by the Nazis — and that should have
been corrected. A strong friend of Israels
who is extremely devoted to his Jewish
daughter, son-in-law and grandchildren,
Trump undoubtedly did not mean to cause
offense. But where something as serious as the
Holocaust is concerned, what matters is action,
not intent. Though it refused to correct this one,
I trust the administration will be much more
careful in its future pronouncements.

The same is true of the president’s tempo-
rary ban on refugees coming into the United
States. Yes, the case can be made that extreme
vetting is necessary in an age of widespread
Islamic terrorism. But the president must
demonstrate a simultaneous commitment to
saving innocent Arab lives in Syria and Yemen
by establishing safe zones where refugees
can find immediate sanctuary. The Jewish
community should be at the forefront of
calling on the president to safeguard the lives
of refugees — even as he acts to protect the
American people against possible infiltration
by terrorist elements.

And whatever new procedures he seeks
to put in place to properly vet refugees must
be done in great haste, so that America’s gates
do not remain closed and innocent lives are
not lost. America is and must remain a haven
for refugees. No one knows this better, and no
one’s voice should be heard more passion-
ately on refugees, than the Jewish community.

It would also behoove President Trump

to likewise correct an affront to Holocaust
memory that was made by President Obama,
just days before he left office. In a brazen act of
contempt for the Jewish and pro-Israel commu-
nity, Obama appointed Ben Rhodes, the chief
Iran nuclear deal messenger, to the United
States Holocaust Memorial Commission.

According to the New York Times, as the
deputy national security adviser for strategic
communications, Rhodes wrote the presi-
dent’s speeches, planned his trips abroad and
developed the White House communications
strategy. He was “the single most influen-
tial voice shaping American foreign policy
aside from Potus himself” His influence,
the article said, was a function of his “mind
meld” with the president. Translated, this
means that Rhodes shares accountability for
the disastrous foreign policies of the Obama
administration.

The most damaging policy Rhodes
supported was the catastrophic nuclear deal
with Iran that has allowed it to blackmail the
United States; to act with impunity in pursuing
its hegemonic goals in the Middle East; to
expand its support for global terrorism; to
finance and arm Hezbollah and Hamas for a
future conflict with Israel; to develop ballistic
missiles designed to carry nuclear warheads;
and to build nuclear weapons when the deal
expires, if not before.

The Times profile highlighted “Rhodes’s
innovative campaign to sell the Iran deal” He
presented the deal as a way to take advan-
tage of a “new political reality in Iran, which
came about because of elections that brought
moderates to power in that country.” This was
patently false, but the argument was “manufac-
tured for the purpose for selling the deal” and
‘even where the particulars of that story are
true, the implications that readers and viewers
are encouraged to take away from those partic-
ulars are often misleading or false.” Rhodes, like
others in the Obama administration, exempli-
fied the definition of diplomacy as the patriotic
art of lying for one’s country.

“We created an echo chamber,” he told
the Times, when asked to explain how he
organized experts to endorse the deal. “They

were saying things that validated what we had
given them to say.” The tactics were effective,
and Rhodes proudly said that they drove the
deal’s critics crazy.

“Rhodes is not bragging about being a
master of political spin,” Jeff Dunetz observed
in a blog for The Lid. “He is bragging about
being a ventriloquist for the media. What he
writes comes out of the mouths of ‘the colum-
nists and reporters.”

Rhodes also mounted a campaign to
demean Israel's concerns about the nuclear deal.
A senior Obama official, now widely believed
to be Rhodes, suggested that Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu's warnings about Israel
resorting to military force to stop the Iranians
were mere bluster. The ‘official” told Jeffrey
Goldberg, “The thing about Bibi is, he's a chick-
enshit’” — an ironic comment from someone
representing an American leader who never
served in the military about a man who served
in Israel’s Special Forces in two wars.

'The Obama official went on to intimate that
relations with Israel would get worse after the
midterm elections, and that the administration
might withdraw diplomatic cover for Israel at
the United Nations, which eventually happened.

In defending Obama’s vote at the UN,
Rhodes blatantly lied to Judy Woodruff when
he claimed that Israel has built “thousands of
new settlements”” First, the total number of
settlements, according to Peace Now, is 228,
including “illegal” outposts. No new settle-
ments have been built in years.

Rhodes' tendency toward the use of
alt-facts to feed the echo chamber is why

Israeli Ambassador to the US Ron Dermer
called him “a master of fiction.” Rhodes’ credi-
bility was further called into question when
reports recently surfaced that the FBI denied,
or was going to deny, Rhodes an interim
security clearance during President Obama's
transition. If true, Rhodes had no business
taking part in sensitive discussions about
issues such as Iran.

Membership on the board of the United
States Holocaust Memorial Council carries
with it a weighty responsibility of honoring
the memory of the victims of the Holocaust
and speaking out against modern-day
genocides. Rhodes is a man whose disrespect
for the truth and the homeland of the Jewish
people, and his excuses for Iran’s genocidal
threats against Israel, mirror the callousness
of State Department officials who wouldn’t
help European Jews.

The gravest sin he committed, however,
which disqualifies him for any association
with the Holocaust Memorial, is his complicity
in the genocide in Syria.

Like Nero, Obama has figuratively fiddled
while Syria burned. After stating that Bashar
Assad’s use of chemical weapons against his
opponents would cross a red line that would
trigger a US military response, Obama failed
to back up his threat. This cowardly act was
universally viewed by friends and foes alike in
the Middle East as a sign of weakness, and left
allies, including Israel, questioning whether
they could depend on the United States to
protect their interests.

A bystander to genocide has no business
in a position of honor or responsibility at an
institution devoted to documenting past
genocides and preventing future ones. Rhodes
was worse than a bystander, however; he was
an active participant in the decision not to act
to prevent the slaughter.

President Trump should call for
Rhodes’ immediate resignation. In addition,
a campaign should be conducted through
the “echo chamber” calling on the Chair and
the rest of the Holocaust Memorial council
to remove Rhodes forthwith, to prevent his
presence from tarnishing the reputation and
mission of this vital institution.

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Magda Goebbels and Haim

Arlosoroft

Professor Colin Shindler — a celebrated histo-
rian who has written extensively on Zionism and
famous rivalries of Israeli politics and an outspoken
moral and intellectual voice against oppression and
hypocrisy — will shortly be publishing a collection
of his reviews and essays under the title The Hebrew
Republic: Israels Return to History. I have been
privileged to see an advance copy of the book, and I
heartily recommend it.

Among this treasure trove of Zionist history, I
discovered a reference to Magda Goebbels, the wife
of that revolting Nazi, Joseph Goebbels. According
to the book, she was once the mistress of Haim
Arlosoroff when he was a young man in Germany,
known then as Viktor. Together they went to Zionist
meetings, and she used to wear, in public, a necklace
with the Star of David that he gave her as alove token.

Arlosoroff was one of the most important
Zionist leaders in the era of the British Mandate in
Palestine. He was born in Ukraine in 1899. His family
settled in Konigsberg, Germany, where he studied
economics at the University of Berlin. He visited
Palestine in 1921 and became actively involved
in Zionism. In the 1923 Zionist Congress, Arloso-
roff was elected to the Zionist Action Committee.
In 1926, he was chosen to represent the Yishuv at
the League of Nations in Geneva and became the
political director of the Jewish Agency for Palestine,
until his assassination in 1933. It is not known who
murdered him or why. The left and right wings of the
Zionist movement blamed each other for his death.
Despite intense investigation and much controversy,
the murder was never solved.

All kinds of theories floated around. One said
that he was blamed for initiating the Haavara, the
agreement with the Nazis to permit Jews to leave
Germany for Palestine, provided they deposited
their money into a special bank account. This
money was then used to purchase German goods
for export to Palestine (and other countries).
Ultimately, more than 60,000 German Jews escaped
persecution by the Nazis directly or indirectly
through Haavara. On June 16, 1933, just two days
after his return from negotiations in Germany,
Arlosoroff was murdered in Israel. It was widely
believed that right-wing activists in Palestine who
objected to any deal with the Nazis were respon-
sible. But there were bitter personal rivalries within
the Zionist Left, as well. Others suggested that Arab
nationalists were to blame.

In the mid-1970s, another theory emerged.
It was suggested in the Israeli press that Joseph
Goebbels had sent two Nazi agents (Theo Korth
and Heinz Geronda) to murder Arlosoroff in order
to cover up the fact that he had been Magda’s lover.

Who was Magda? Magda had a Jewish stepfa-
ther, whose name (Friedldnder) she adopted. But
she was brought up as a Catholic. Magda led a
colorful life. In 1920, while returning to her univer-
sity on a train, she met Gilinther Quandt, a rich
German industrialist twice her age, whom she
married the following year. He demanded that she
change her name back to her mother’s and convert
to Protestantism. She had a son, Harald. But she
soon grew frustrated with her marriage, and in
1929, Quandt discovered that she was having an
affair. He divorced her, with a generous settlement.

Young, attractive and with no need to work, she
attended a meeting of the Nazi Party on the advice of
a friend. She was impressed by one of the speakers,
Joseph Goebbels, then the Gauleiter of Berlin. Magda
and Goebbels were married on December 19, 1931,
with Hitler as a witness. Joseph and Magda Goebbels
went on to have six children.

In her former life, she had met Arlosoroff at
the university. They became lovers, and she got
involved with him in Zionist affairs. Years later, he
visited Berlin and discovered his old flame had
married Goebbels. He even came across an opposi-
tion newspaper headline that read: “Nazi Chief
Weds Jewess.”

Once the shock had subsided, Arlosoroff,
so the theory went, began to view Magda as his
conduit to Goebbels to secure a deal to transfer
Jewish assets and people from Germany to
Palestine. Their relationship proved to be an embar-
rassment to Goebbels and Magda, now very much
part of the Nazi leadership. This, the theory goes,
was why Goebbels had him killed. In truth we still
don’t know.

In late April 1945, the Soviet Red Army
entered Berlin, and the Goebbels family moved

into the Hitler's bunker. Magda wrote a farewell
letter to her son, Harald Quandt, who was in a
POW camp in North Africa. She said that she saw
no point in carrying on living after Hitler’s death
and the end of his dream. The Goebbels’ charred
corpses were found on the afternoon of May 2,
1945 by Russian troops.

Why did Magda become a Nazi? Was it simply
because, like so many others, she took advantage
of the circumstances to advance her own position
in life, regardless of morality or ideology? Don't
most people? And how did she feel about Jews,
having loved one in the past? Did she simply blot
it out, or did she adopt the pathology of her second
husband? Was she, in other words, a good-time girl
hitching a ride, or did she turn into an ideologically
committed racist? It seems to me the latter, and
therefore, she deserved her fate.

Is her story anything more than coincidence
and a strange quirk of fate? I wonder why I even
bother to write about her. I guess it is only because
it is interesting how life turns out. Arlosoroff is
remembered as an intelligent, gifted, capable (if
controversial) contributor to the foundation of
the Jewish state. Goebbels is seen as the apothe-
osis of evil, an apology for a human being. And
Magda? She is not remembered at all, other than
as the one-time mistress of a Zionist, thanks to
Colin Shindler’s reference. But she lived, while six
millions Jews did not.

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The Necessity of
Asking Questions

It is no accident that parshat
Bo, the section that deals with
the culminating plagues and the
exodus, should turn three times to
the subject of children and the duty
of parents to educate them. As Jews
we believe that to defend a country
you need an army, but to defend a
civilisation you need education.
Freedom is lost when it is taken for
granted. Unless parents hand on
their memories and ideals to the
next generation - the story of how
they won their freedom and the
battles they had to fight along the
way - the long journey falters and
we lose our way.

What is fascinating, though,
is the way the Torah emphasises
the fact that children must ask
questions. Two of the three passages
in our parsha speak of this:

And when your children ask
you, ‘What does this ceremony
mean to you?’ then tell them, ‘It is
the Passover sacrifice to the Lord,
who passed over the houses of the
Israelites in Egypt and spared our
homes when He struck down the
Egyptians.” (Ex. 12:26-27)

In days to come, when your
son asks you, ‘What does this
mean?’ say to him, ‘With a mighty

R

hand the Lord brought us out of
Egypt, out of the land of slavery.
(Ex. 13:14)

There is another passage later
in the Torah that also speaks of
question asked by a child:

In the future, when your son
asks you, “What is the meaning of
the stipulations, decrees and laws
the Lord our God has commanded
you?” tell him: “We were slaves of
Pharaoh in Egypt, but the Lord
brought us out of Egypt with a
mighty hand. (Deut. 6:20-21)

The other passage in today’s
parsha, the only one that does not
mention a question, is:

On that day tell your son, ‘I do
this because of what the Lord did
for me when I came out of Egypt.’
(Ex. 13:8)

These four passages have
become famous because of their
appearance in the Haggadah on
Pesach. They are the four children:
one wise, one wicked or rebellious,
one simple and ‘one who does not
know how to ask” Reading them
together the sages came to the
conclusion that [1] children should
ask questions, [2] the Pesach narra-
tive must be constructed in response

to, and begin with, questions asked
by a child, [3] itis the duty of a parent
to encourage his or her children to
ask questions, and the child who
does not yet know how to ask should
be taught to ask.

There is nothing natural
about this at all. To the contrary,
it goes dramatically against the
grain of history. Most traditional
cultures see it as the task of a parent
or teacher to instruct, guide or
command. The task of the child is to
obey. “Children should be seen, not
heard,” goes the old English proverb.
“Children, be obedient to your
parents in all things, for this is well-
pleasing to the Lord,” says a famous
Christian text. Socrates, who spent
his life teaching people to ask
questions, was condemned by the
citizens of Athens for corrupting
the young. In Judaism the opposite
is the case. It is a religious duty to
teach our children to ask questions.
That is how they grow.

Judaism is the rarest of
phenomena: a faith based on asking
questions, sometimes deep and
difficult ones that seem to shake
the very foundations of faith itself.
“Shall the Judge of all the earth not
do justice?” asked Abraham. “Why,
Lord, why have you brought trouble
on this people?” asked Moses. “Why
does the way of the wicked prosper?
Why do all the faithless live at ease?”
asked Jeremiah. The book of Job is
largely constructed out of questions,
and God's answer consists of four
chapters of yet deeper questions:
“Where were you when I laid the
earth’s foundation? ... Can you catch
Leviathan with a hook? ... Will it
make an agreement with you and let
you take it as your slave for life?”

Inyeshiva the highestaccolade
is to ask a good question: Du fregst
a gutte kashe. Rabbi Abraham
Twersky, a deeply religious psychi-
atrist, tells of how when he was
young, his teacher would relish
challenges to his arguments. In his
broken English, he would say, “You
right! You 100 prozent right! Now I
show you where you wrong

Isadore Rabi, winner of a
Nobel Prize in physics, was once
asked why he became a scientist.
He replied, “My mother made me
a scientist without ever knowing
it. Every other child would come
back from school and be asked,
‘What did you learn today?’ But my
mother used to ask: ‘Izzy, did you
ask a good question today?" That
made the difference. Asking good
questions made me a scientist.”

Judaismisnotareligion ofblind
obedience. Indeed, astonishingly
in a religion of 613 command-
ments, there is no Hebrew word
that means “to obey” When Hebrew
was revived as a living language in
the nineteenth century, and there
was need for a verb meaning “to
obey,” it had to be borrowed from
the Aramaic: le-tsayet. Instead of a
word meaning “to obey,” the Torah
uses the verb shema, untranslatable
into English because it means [1] to
listen, [2] to hear, [3] to understand,
[4] to internalise, and [5] to respond.

Written into the very structure of
Hebraic consciousness is the idea
that our highest duty is to seek to
understand the will of God, not just
to obey blindly. Tennyson’s verse,
“Theirs not to reason why, theirs but
to do or die,” is as far from a Jewish
mindset as it is possible to be.

Why? Because we believe that
intelligence is God’s greatest gift to
humanity. Rashi understands the
phrase that God made man “in His
image, after His likeness,” to mean
that God gave us the ability “to
understand and discern.” The very
first of our requests in the weekday
Amidah is for “knowledge, under-
standing and discernment” One
of the most breathtakingly bold of
the rabbis’ institutions was to coin
a blessing to be said on seeing a
great non-Jewish scholar. Not only
did they see wisdom in cultures
other than their own, they thanked
God for it. How far this is from the
narrow-mindedness than has so
often demeaned and diminished
religions, past and present.

The historian Paul Johnson
once wrote that rabbinic Judaism
was “an ancient and highly efficient
social machine for the production
of intellectuals” Much of that had,
and still has, to do with the absolute
priority Jews have always placed
on education, schools, the beit
midrash, religious study as an act
even higher than prayer, learning
as a life-long engagement, and
teaching as the highest vocation of
the religious life.

But much too has to do with
how one studies and how we teach
our children. The Torah indicates
this at the most powerful and
poignant juncture in Jewish history
— just as the Israelites are about to
leave Egypt and begin their life as a
free people under the sovereignty
of God. Hand on the memory of
this moment to your children,
says Moses. But do not do so in
an authoritarian way. Encourage
your children to ask, question,
probe, investigate, analyse, explore.
Liberty means freedom of the mind,
not just of the body. Those who are
confident of their faith need fear no
question. It is only those who lack
confidence, who have secret and
suppressed doubts, who are afraid.

The one essential, though, is
to know and to teach this to our
children, that not every question
has an answer we can immediately
understand. There are ideas we will
only fully comprehend through
age and experience, others that
take great intellectual preparation,
yet others that may be beyond our
collective comprehension at this
stage of the human quest. Darwin
never knew what a gene was.
Even the great Newton, founder
of modern science, understood
how little he understood, and put
it beautifully: “I do not know what
I may appear to the world, but to
myself I seem to have been only
a boy playing on the seashore,
and diverting myself in now and
then finding a smoother pebble or
prettier shell than ordinary, whilst
the great ocean of truth lay all
undiscovered before me.”

In teaching its children to ask
and keep asking, Judaism honoured
what Maimonides called the “active
intellect” and saw it as the gift of
God. No faith has honoured human
intelligence more.

and Treblinka. They did not specifi-
cally pick up gypsies, gays or any
other group — although they
happily killed them. But it was Jews,
especially Jewish babies, who were
their targets.

For Donald Trump and Jared
Kushner not to understand this very
basic concept is a serious issue.
Jews do not need the Trump admin-
istration’s  recognition.  General
Eisenhower, upon entering a concen-
tration camp right after WWII, made
sure that the world would see and
remember this massive cruelty and

genocide of the Jews.

Trump’s misrepresentation of
the Holocaust — and his refusal to
apologize for it or amend his state-
ment — is a moral error of grave
proportions.

My advice to him: Move the
embassy in Israel from Tel Aviv to
Jerusalem immediately.

Steven Spielberg Launches
World-Wide Search for ‘Jewish-
Italian’ Boy to Star in New Film

Auditions are underway around the world for the
lead role in director Steven Spielberg’s new film, “The
Kidnapping of Edgardo Mortara,” based on the 1997
book by Pulitzer Prize-winning author David Kertzer.

The hunt is on for a child actor of Jewish-Italian
descent — or at least one who appears as such. The boy
must be between the ages of six and nine, but need not
have an Italian accent, according to McGregor Casting,
which is conducting the Australia auditions. Open
audition casting calls are being held elsewhere, as well,
including in New York, London, Toronto and Vancouver.

The movie, as the novel before it, is set in 1858
Bologna. It tells the true story of a Jewish boy who was
secretly baptized by a maid when he fell ill, and was
taken away from his family by Pope Pius IX to be raised

as a Catholic in the Vatican. His parents’ desperate
struggle to return their son, who eventually became a
priest, was a defining moment in papal history.

The role of Edgardo Mortara is “a unique and very
challenging part for a truly special boy,’” McGregor
Casting said on its website, adding that the film’s story-
line “deals with the complexity of an extremely intelligent
and gifted child’s desire to return to his family and his
faith against his ability to learn the catechism and
engage with the Pope on a level far beyond his years.”

Oscar-winning actor Mark Rylance, who took home
the award for his supporting role in Spielberg’s “Bridge
of Spies,” will star as Pope Pius IX in the movie, which
will begin filming in Italy in April and is scheduled to
premiere in December, according to The Australian
Jewish News.

British Band Duran Duran,
Canada’s Bryan Adams,
Australian Nick Cave to Perform
in Israel in Coming Months

The British band Duran Duran will be performing
in Israel this summer, preceded in March by Canadian
singer Bryan Adams, the Hebrew news site Walla
reported on Monday.

In addition, according to the blog Israellycool,
UK-based Australian singer-songwriter Nick Cave has
announced he will be performing in the Jewish state for
the first time since 1998.1n 2014, Cave reportedly declared
support for activists who broke into an Israeli-owned

Duran Duran — formed in Birmingham in 1978
— was scheduled to appear in Israel in 2011, but it
canceled that trip, in addition to the rest of its European
tour that year, due to problems with lead singer Simon
Le Bon's vocal cords.

Among the new wave and synthpop group's best-
known hits are: “Is There Something I Should Know?”
“Save a Prayer,” “Rio,” Girls on Film,” and “Paper Gods.
The band is made up of Le Bon, bass guitarist John Taylor,
Keyboardist Nick Rhodes, and drummer Roger Taylor.

International supermodel and TV personality
Bar Refaeli was among the hundreds of Israelis who
answered an impassioned plea on social media to
celebrate the 92nd birthday of a lonely Holocaust
survivor who has gone blind, Israel's Channel 2
reported on Thursday.

Refaeli said that she arrived to meet Ernest after
she heard that he was impressed with her work on
behalf of Israel and the way she serves as a positive
role model for the Jewish state around the world.

At the party, Refaeli told Ernest that she was
“happy to be taking part” in such a moving event, at
which so many people of all ages were in attendance.

The event came just ahead of International
Holocaust Remembrance Day on Friday.

Adams, who is also a philanthropist and polit-
ical activist, raised money at a benefit in London
for Palestinian refugee children in 2006. In 2007, he
was slated to perform in Tel Aviv and Jericho, as part
of the OneVoice Movement concert series, to help
solve the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. But the concert
was called off due to security concerns.

He is known for hits like “Run to You,” “Summer
of'69” and “(Everything I Do) I Do It For You."

Cave, who is also an author, screenwriter,
composer and occasional film actor, is best known
as the the frontman of Nick Cave and the Bad Seeds.
His hit songs include “As I Sat Sadly by Her Side” and
“Fifteen Feet of Pure White Snow.”

These are among a number of other major
musical acts set to perform in Israel in 2017, among
them iconic American rock band Aerosmith and
pop sensation Justin Bieber. As The Algemeiner has
reported, this in spite of repeated efforts to boycott
the Jewish state spearheaded by industry heavy-
weight Roger Waters of Pink Floyd fame.
