Nobel laureate Elie Wiesel 
led the Algemeiner’s advisory board until his pass-
ing in 2016. Today its members include publisher 
Martin Peretz, longtime Jewish leaders Abraham 
Foxman and Malcolm Hoenlein, and former 
Harvard professor Ruth Wisse, among others.

"Judaism is a foundation of Western Civilization,” 
says Aaron Kliegman, Editor-in-Chief of The 
Algemeiner. “The Jewish story is endlessly 

fascinating—and antisemitism, unfortunately, is 
civilization’s oldest hatred. It’s a form of bigotry that 
infects society for the worse beyond just the Jews or 
Israel.”

Aaron’s editorial vision is shaped by a commitment to 
exposing that bigotry and correcting the ignorance 
that often fuels it. “The majority of antisemitism stems 
from ignorance,” he explains. “I don’t want to preach to 
the choir—I want to reach the decent people trying to 
figure things out for themselves, who are often swayed 
by bad information and bad actors.”

At The Algemeiner, Aaron leads a global team with 
a clear mandate: report clearly, rigorously, and with 
nuance. “We report in a tone that’s not too specialized,” 
he says, “so people who aren’t tuned into these issues 
can still read, understand, and learn something.” He 
pushes coverage with broader appeal—stories that 
matter not just to Jewish communities but to anyone 
concerned with truth, justice, and democratic values.

Under Aaron’s leadership, The Algemeiner routinely 
breaks English-language stories from Jewish 
communities in France, Spain, Argentina, and Germany. 

“We shine a light on what would otherwise be missed 
or buried in foreign-language or local news,” he notes. 
“It’s important to have sources who can provide 
constant on-the-ground coverage, deliver firsthand 
accounts, and correct the record when needed.”

Aaron champions storytelling that confronts power, 
highlights resilience, and adds context rather than 
slogans. “We show the good and the bad—tragedy 
and perseverance. We call out nonsense. And we 
don’t follow the narrative—we follow the facts.”

His hands-on editorial style, paired with a strategic use 
of The Algemeiner’s 50-year reputation, continues 
to shape one of the most trusted voices in Jewish 
journalism today.

Though Algemeiner may not be the easiest 
word to pronounce, its meaning— “universal” 
or “all-inclusive” in Yiddish, is meant to be 

felt by all. Ailin Vilches Arguello, who hails from 
Argentina, combines her expertise in government 
international relations and civil rights activism with an 
appreciation of cultural diversity to deliver diasporic 
reporting that is thoughtful and compassionate.

At The Algemeiner, Ailin has worked to give voice to 
communities from around the world whose stories 
sometimes get lost in the media narrative. “The war 
is affecting people universally,” Ailin says. “Not just 
in America or the Middle East, or Jewish people, 
Evangelicals, Palestinians, zionists, anti-zionists, 
students, or parents, but everyone.” 

Ailin is especially interested in “people’s everyday 
lives — their families and routines.” Ailin recently 
wrote an article about a British sewage worker 
who was struggling after he got fired from his 
job for condemning Hamas’s Oct. 7th attack. In 
another piece, she shared the story of a woman 
in Copenhagen who was attacked while wearing 
an Israeli flag. Ailin believes that sharing intimate 
stories like these allows readers to connect with 
her subjects on their own terms. “I treat readers 
like smart individuals who can make their own 
judgments.”

Dion Pierre spends his days covering the 
tumultuous landscape of American higher 
education—an arena of society which is 

convulsing after years of anti-Israel invective and, now, 
billions of dollars in lost funding. “Higher education 
manufactures the leaders of tomorrow,” he said. “It’s 
the nation’s intellectual arena.” It’s fitting, then, that 
Dion is a lifelong student himself of world history and 
political theory. Since his undergraduate days where 
he studied world history and political philosophy, Dion 
has had a particular fascination with revolutions. Great 
change, he says, often can occur in a single moment. 

Dion’s intellectual curiosity has instilled in him a 
deep appreciation for the “power of the pen.” His 
love of writing is what drove him to reporting and the 
recognition that journalists are those who “write the first 
draft of history.” Indeed, over the past year, Dion’s work 
has been cited in congressional and senatorial reports. 

Last year, a three-hour documentary was produced 
based entirely on his articles and reporting.  

In the span of a few short years, the world of American 
academia has been transformed by COVID-19, 
antisemitism, October 7th, and now the Trump 
Administration. “I try to understand the world as it is,” 
Dion says. “Contradictions, practicalities, and nuance 
exist and I try to reflect that in my reporting.” Where 
that transformation takes us—whether Jews will feel 
comfortable walking around campus with a kippah on, 
still remains to be seen. And Dion will be there to report 
on what happens. “The goal of my work is to protect the 
viability of the Jewish community in the United States 
and the West,” he said. “I feel we are ensuring that 
young Jewish people and Jewish families will always 
have a place here in America, regardless of the political 
winds and who's in power.”

Perhaps there is nowhere in the world where 
journalism is as consequential than in 
Washington, DC, where policy decisions with 

global ramifications unfold daily. As The Algemeiner’s 
DC correspondent, Corey Walker is at the center of 
these high-stakes conversations. Unafraid to challenge 
lawmakers directly, Corey believes in being in the room 
where decisions are made—asking the hard-hitting 
questions others avoid, whether out of fear, reluctance, 
or lack of expertise.

At a time when discussions on Israel and antisemitism in 
America are often distorted, Corey’s rigorous reporting 
and on-the-ground presence have directly influenced 
legislative actions, helping to combat the expanding 
Boycott, Divestment, Sanctions Movement and pushing 
Congress to scrutinize anti-Zionist curricula for students 
as young as twelve. Corey views his writing as a weapon 
against harmful narratives and himself a “counterweight 
against explicit ideological bias.” 

Corey’s passion for journalism was ignited as a student 
at University of Michigan, where he noticed a striking 
phenomenon: friends who had little interest in global 

affairs held strong, often misinformed opinions about 
Israel. “It felt like every event in Israel became a front-
page story,” Corey recalls. Recognizing the prevalence 
of misinformation, he was driven to seek out and report 
the full picture.

This commitment defines Corey’s work today. He 
challenges misleading narratives, ensuring that critical 
context is never omitted. “Many publications will report 
that Israel bombed a hospital or a school,” Corey 
explains, “but they won’t mention that the hospital was 
a Hamas command center or that rockets were being 
fired from the school’s rooftop.” A seemingly obvious 
fact which too often gets omitted.

During his time at The Algemeiner, Corey has built a 
wide following on social media with thousands of new 
followers and helping boost The Algemeiner’s online 
presence. His willingness to challenge bad actors, push 
back against false narratives, and pursue the truth with 
unapologetic tenacity makes him a rising voice in an 
ever-crowded media landscape.

SShiryn Ghermezian has had her finger on the 
pulse of Jewish and Israeli culture since the day 
she joined The Algemeiner in 2014. With deep

This connection drives her passion for covering 
Israel and Jewish-related stories, seeking to amplify 
voices and uncover truths that are often overlooked.

Shiryn believes culture reporting plays a vital role in 
empowering Jews and supporting Israel. Her coverage 
of prominent figures embracing their Judaism, speaking 
out against anti-Semitism, and supporting Israel 
encourages others to do the same. From Mila Kunis 
and Ashton Kutcher raising their children Jewish, to 
professional boxer Floyd Maywhether visiting the Kotel, 
Shiryn’s work embodies The Algemeiner’s mission to 
provide universal, inclusive stories that resonate with 
readers who may not be familiar with Israeli or even 
Jewish culture. “People comment on my articles saying, 
‘I’m not Jewish at all. I don’t have any connection to 
Israel, but this article was so powerful.”

As a mother of two, Shiryn takes her responsibility as a 
journalist seriously, especially when covering sensitive 
topics such as sexual assault, abuse, and the impact 
of war on women and children. Despite the emotional 
weight of stories such as ones documenting barbaric 
executions of children on October 7th or harrowing 

accounts of starvation, torture, and abuse hostages 
experienced in Hamas captivity, Shiryn said she felt it 
to be her duty to share such information, no matter how 
distressing, with the world. Her commitment to sharing 
difficult truths, particularly when other media outlets fall 
short, is central to her work.

If there’s one person who knows what the Jewish world is thinking, 
it just might be David Meyers. It’s a fitting role for The Algemeiner’s 
veteran opinion editor who spends his days assigning, curating, and 

editing some of the top thought leaders in the Jewish world from Ira 
Stoll’s biting critiques of The New York Times to Daniel Pomerantz’s 
legal analysis of campus deportations and rulings from the International 
Criminal Court. “Conversations are the best way to advocate for Israel 
at the grassroots level. We are a small people. If we do not advocate 
for ourselves, who will?” It’s a sense of responsibility and purpose 
David says he carries with him every day of the job, infusing both his 
Jewish identity and his editorial work.

Over his twelve years at The Algemeiner, David has worked with 
hundreds of writers from dozens of countries and with a dizzying mix 
of views on Israel and Judaism. During that time he’s developed a 
simple but enduring editorial philosophy: quality over quantity and 
diversity of opinions. “We give a voice to people that others don’t. 
When I look at the opinion section of other Jewish outlets, I see the 
same old faces and the same arguments. I try to work hard to present 
something different.” From high school students to Knesset members 
to military strategists, David avoids the tendency to highlight only the 
most radical or polarizing content just for the sake of clips. We voice 

Born and raised in Madrid, Alma moved to Boston after graduation to attend Northeastern University, where she 
earned a Bachelor’s degree in International Affairs, Middle East Studies, and Communications.

Our 

reporting uncovered that Lemkin’s family had never 

given permission for the use of his name and were 

outraged by the distortion of his legacy. The Simon 

Wiesenthal Center, Israeli diplomats, and Jewish 

organizations responded publicly, condemning the 

Institute’s actions as an abuse of Lemkin’s Zionist 

convictions and legal contributions.

On January 14, 2025, The Algemeiner held its 
11th annual gala in New York City, unveiling this 
year’s J100 list of the top 100 individuals positively 
influencing Jewish life. Set against the backdrop 
of Israel’s ongoing war with Hamas and its broader 
regional fight against Iran-backed terror groups, 
the evening carried deep urgency and purpose.

Honorees included British author Douglas Murray, 
singer-songwriter Matisyahu, and philanthropists 
David and Debra Magerman. Murray delivered 
a powerful speech, calling the October 7 Hamas 
massacre “the worst since the Holocaust,” and 
lauding IDF soldiers as the true heroes of our time. 
Matisyahu reflected on the transformative impact 
of that day, urging a renewed and united Jewish 
identity: “We are forced again to look inward... to 
ask ourselves: What does it mean to be a Jew?”

One of the evening’s most emotional moments 
came from Michal Lobanov, widow of hostage 
Alex Lobanov, who spoke about the horrors her 
husband endured and described the experience 
as “a Holocaust for the second time in history.”

The gala also marked the debut of Algemeiner’s 
new CEO, David M. Cohen, who emphasized the 
importance of moral clarity in journalism.
